After receipt of my Executive Summary, | will have the option to terminate
my participation in the application process, and to decline to submit my
application to a vote of the membership of the FBA or to seek to be
interviewed by the members of the Northern Virginia Legislative
Delegation. If | do terminate my participation in the application process
and do not seek to be interviewed by the Northern Virginia Legislative
Delegation, the Executive Summary will not be made public and will be
kept confidential by the members of the JSC and the FBA staff.
